We 
somewhat overstayed our welcome here as 
the tasting room was so warm and inviting 
and we just had to taste all the five wines on 
offer – the last being their flagship wine ‘Les 
Fleurs’ at over R200 a bottle. By the time 
most of us had made our purchases we were 
running late for our next port of call – Seidel-
berg. Here we skipped the wine tasting and 
settled down for lunch. As everyone knows, 
food is a very important component of any 
MG outing.

Unlike wood shavings, which also 
works well for mopping up spills, kitty litter does not get blown around by the south easter.  Put it in a shal-
low tray underneath a car that is in the habit of marking its territory or keep a bag handy for spills during oil 
changes. 
 
Manly Tissues  
Large three-ply paper tissues are an excellent resource for when you need a perfectly clean mopper-upper.  
Rags are irreplaceable but they have a way of getting grubby quite quickly.  For some jobs, such as the 
final prep of sealing surfaces, a clean tissue does an excellent job.  As an added bonus, you can even use 
them to blow your nose. 
 
Sandwich Bags  
For big jobs, such as engine rebuilds which have the twin challenges of lots of bits which need to be kept 
organized and large-ish periods between disassembly and reassembly, store all related parts together.  
Draw diagrams, write notes to yourself and put the notes and diagrams in a bag with the related parts.  
Things which seem self-explanatory at disassembly have a nasty habit of appearing utterly alien a few 
short weeks later.
