A clear and balmy winter’s day awaited the arriving participants, as we assembled at the Total garage on the R27 at Melkbos. 
Ironically, it was a totally windless day for the visit to the Wind Farm. A slight mistiness was evident out at sea, but otherwise 
visibility was superb. The sublime conditions even encouraged those who could to “go topless”.  
 
It was great to see a rehabilitating Jo Hitchcock there, still needing some extra legs, but fully in control of events as usual. Thirty 
seven members were in attendance, plus two visitors. Kevin Turner came on his first veteran’s run, bringing the two guests. His 
own MG is having some restoration work done, so they were there in a “plastic”, but next time Kevin, next time! There were 19 
MGs and four plastics in all. In response to a question by organiser Brian Hogg, and by a quick vote of those present, it was 
unanimously decided that the September Veteran’s Run, soon after Indaba, would go ahead as planned.  
 
We then trundled off to Darling, north along the R27, in loose formation, getting various flashing headlights in acknowledgement 
along the way. The world could not but notice that the MG club was out to play! As we took the turnoff to the Wind Farm we were 
joined by Ronnie and June Grace, new members who live in Langebaan. Ronnie and June were also on their first outing with the 
MG Club. 
 
We then navigated the gravel road (picking up a few extra rattles) to the Wind Farm’s Control Centre, where we received a 
pamphlet and had our many questions answered. The four wind generators are truly impressive structures being some 50 meters 
tall and with a rotor diameter of 62 meters! This is a pilot project for the development of the wind energy industry in the country. It 
provides a financial, contractual, technical and operational framework for further independent power producer projects to come. It 
will eventually expand to ten wind turbines.  
 
After the question-and-answer session, we drove up to the top wind generator for an in situ inspection. The views from this 
vantage point (at the base only – no one was allowed to climb up) were spectacular, if still a bit misty out to sea. Some thirsty 
souls enjoyed their flasks of refreshment while enjoying the panoramic vistas. The collection of MGs in the parking lot (now slightly 
dusty) only served to enhance the picture. On display were one TD, two A’s, 3 B’s, four BGT’s, one C, one CGT, one modern F 
and six modern TF’s.   
 
Then it was off to the West Coast Farm stall at the junction of the Darling / Yserfontein Roads and the R27. Here a generous three 
course meal (plus coffee) was enjoyed at a very moderate price. They were also licensed to sell liquor, instantly increasing their 
popularity and the all round bonhomie. During the chatty and relaxed meal, Brian Dallimore was at last handed his trophy for 
winning the Economy Run earlier in the year (he wasn’t available at the AGM). The veterans Plaque of the Month was deservedly 
handed to John and Veronica Taylor (by Roy van Litsenberg) for yet another interesting and well-organised run.

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ANDY GREENE IS AT IT AGAIN!!

According to the March issue of the German Autobuild Magazine Andy will be piloting a vehicle 
with the aim to break the 1000 mile per hour barrier (1609 km/hour) on land.  
 
The ‘Bloodhound SCC’, as the record breaker is 
called, was designed by Richard Noble and will be 
propelled by a jet engine with afterburner plus a 
rocket to reach the maximum speed of 1050 mph 
within 42 seconds.  During acceleration the pilot 
will experience a force of 2, 5 g and during the 
slowing down phase (airbrakes and parachutes) 
as much as 3 g. The attempt is scheduled to take 
place in 2012 in Namibia at a location quoted as 
Hakskeenpan near Rietfontein.   
 
Those members who attended the Millennium 
Indaba in Sun City in 2000 will recall meeting Andy 
in person and listening in fascination to his 
account of events, when in 1997 he drove a 
vehicle to establish a new world speed record by 
breaking through the sound barrier and achieving 
a speed of 1227.985 km/hour.  
 
Andy’s connection to MG goes back to August 
1998 when a project took shape to break world 
speed records in a specially prepared MGTF 
during the Bonneville Speed Week in USA.  
The car with the designation MG EX 255 was fitted with a 4.8 Rover V8 designed to deliver 942 
bhp. However, due delays in getting modifications completed in time the attempt had to be 
cancelled and the runs never happened.
